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Code of Conduct :
Parents / Carers / Guardians

Cardiff CELTS Wheelchair Basketball Club
Parents / Carers / Guardians have a very important role to play in the involvement of their charge with sport. Whilst this involvement is recognised and highly appreciated, it is also important that Parents / Carers / Guardians conduct themselves in a manner which supports the commitment and effort of their charge, the Cardiff CELTS Wheelchair Basketball Club and Disability Sport Wales. The following code of Conduct must therefore be adhered to :

Personal Standards

· Parents / Carers / Guardians should avoid using audible, inappropriate profanities during sessions or whilst their charge is competing, whether directed towards his or her charge, their team mates or coaches, officials, other Parents / Carers / Guardians, or the opposition.

Personal Expectations
· Parents / Carers / Guardians should work with the Coach in order to ensure that their charge has the best possible experience of sport. This may include things like : letting the Coach know if their charge will be missing a session; updating the Coach about their charge’s physical status (i.e. are they injured?); telling their Coach about any other miscellaneous factors which may have an impact on their charge’s physical, psychological, or social well-being within the session.

· Parents / Carers / Guardians should uphold the spirit of the sport, and reinforce fair play, respect for the opponents and accepting defeat and victory in an appropriately sporting manner.
Relationships
· Parents / Carers / Guardians should respect the work Coaches and the volunteers do within their charge’s Club, and treat them with appropriate respect. Complaints about coaching or club-based practice should be identified and dealt with through the appropriate channels (e.g. by bringing the issue discreetly to the attention of one of the Club Committee Officials).
Safety 
· Parents / Carers / Guardians should not get involved with elements of the training session or competitions that they are not qualified to do, and they should let their charge’s coach (or the competition organiser) know if they are asked to do something for which they are not qualified.

· Parents / Carers / Guardians should not provide uninvited, unqualified input into the session which is being led by a qualified coach. This may serve to distract their charge from the task they are performing, or distract his or her peers from their tasks.

· Parents / Carers / Guardians will collect their charge from Club events at the arranged times. Please check collection times when dropping your charge off at the event.  If you do not attend at the designated time to collect your charge (or contact the Coach to explain the delay) the Coach/Committee Official will attempt to contact you for 15 minutes, following that the Club will contact the emergency contacts you have provided to the Club (in your charge’s Membership Information Form).  If after one hour, the Club has been unable to contact anyone and has not heard from you, the Club will have to contact the relevant authorities (eg Police, Social Services).
· Parents / Carers / Guardians must ensure the Club event is on before dropping off your charge. It is not acceptable to drop your charge off in the car park without verifying that a Club Committee Official is at the event. The Club will do everything possible to ensure you are made aware of any changes in timings etc but it is your responsibility to check prior to leaving the venue).

Equity
· All Parents / Carers / Guardians should respect the rights of every other performer, and treat all as equals within the context of their activity and ability. This must be regardless of race, colour, ethnic or national origins, religion, creed, age, gender, sex, parental or marital status, responsibility for dependents, social position, disability, sexual orientation, political opinion or social circumstance.
Club Management
· In the interests of running Club events in the best possible way, the Club has adopted a Code of Conduct. All Parents / Carers / Guardians should do everything they can to ensure that their charge complies with the Club’s Code of Conduct.
Cont.
	It is very important that you :

· Encourage your charge to learn the rules and play within them.
· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials.
· Help your charge to recognise good performance, not just results.

· Never force your charge to take part in sport and remember that your charge is involved in sport for their enjoyment.
· Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding the good performances of all.
· Never punish or belittle a charge for losing or making mistakes.
· Publicly accept officials’ judgements.
· Support your charge’s involvement and help them to enjoy their sport.
· Use correct and proper language at all times.
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
